Basis 
 

The court considered the petitioner’s motion and declaration and finds that reasonable grounds 
exist to believe the respondent is concealing himself or herself to avoid service, and that further 
attempts to personally serve the respondent would be futile or unduly burdensome. 
 

Order 
 

The court orders that the petitioner shall serve the respondent by publication of a summons that 
complies with all applicable laws. The petitioner must pay the cost of publication. Appropriate 
proof of service must be filed. 
 
The publication must be made in conformity with CRLJ 4(e) and:
